FREEWRITE: THE 5 W’S OF YOUR NEIGHBORHOOD

Remember, during a freewrite your pen/pencil needs to be constantly moving across the page. There is no right or wrong answer—just get your ideas down. Be detailed and think outside the box, and no matter what, keep writing!

Who: Who are the important people in your neighborhood? Do you know your neighbors? Describe these people. 

What: What goes on in your neighborhood? What does it look like? Sound like? Smell like? Feel like? What kind of atmosphere does your neighborhood have? 

Where: Where is your neighborhood? Where are the important or most meaningful locations in your neighborhood? Where are the best places in your neighborhood? The worst places?

When: When did you arrive in your neighborhood? When have some of the big, memorable events in your neighborhood taken place, and what were they? When is the best time of year to live in your neighborhood? 

Why: Why do you like/dislike your neighborhood? Why is your neighborhood important or special? Why do you live in your neighborhood?
